Notebook:
We will keep a running list of everything in your notebook by chapter (notebook 

checklist) . A divider will follow each chapter. A divider will also be between your classwork and your EOCT section. Your notebook will count as a TEST grade at the end of the semester. Keep EVERYTHING you do in this class. Do NOT throw ANYTHING away!!!! Be prepared for notebook quizzes every day. Number your assignments in the upper right hand corner in marker.
Tests: 

A test will be given for each unit. Two tests may be given, a scantron test and a problem

solving/performance test. Tests should be corrected for partial points added back to your grade. Performance Grades will be taken throughout the unit and count as a test grade.
Classroom procedures/guidelines/other:
1. Begin your bell assignment upon entering the classroom. Have your ID on, book, notebook, and materials with you everyday. NO EXCEPTIONS! Everyone is expected to work everyday.
2. No food, drink  (except water in a clear container such as sold in the drink machines), gum, or candy. If you have a medical condition; bring me a doctor’s note.

7. The computers are for classroom instruction. These are reserved for class assignments; no game sites, shopping, e-mail, or music, etc.

8. Homework is required of every student. It is NOT optional. Expect HW to be graded or a quiz.

9. Quizzes, Tests, and Labs must be made up before or after school. Labs are required of all students – they are not optional. Alternative assignments may need to be given.
10. DO NOT PULL THE SHOWER! Disciplinary action will be taken.

11. Detentions for teacher are cleaning the room (227) 10 minutes before or after school. If you don’t want to clean, don’t get a detention.

12. Extra help is offered before and after school unless a meeting is scheduled.
13. Be respectful of all persons in the classroom, teacher, peers, and guests.  Show 100% CARE.
